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Missions For Children
Reaching out to children with the gospel of Jesus Chri st is generally
much easier compared to adults. At their learning stag e, they are
easily excited with Bible stories and songs. General ly, they also like
interaction with other Christian children. Therefore , in missions and
evangelism, it is important to reach out to children  regardless of
their ages. It is the Holy Spirit that will prepare their hearts for
the kingdom of God as they grow up to adulthood.

Children For Missions
Every Christian church is a missions-minded church. To  be missions-
minded is not reserved for adults only but children a s well. Can
children be involved in missions and evangelism? Wh y not? In fact,
one of the effective ways to reach out to adults is t hrough children.
Once, I brought my older son for tracting on a E-Ban d Sunday. God
caused all the doors which I knocked opened for us. Peop le naturally
become friendlier and more receptive to the gospel when they see
children. Our children may not say very much. But they c an help to
carry some tracts and even give them out! It is good  for our children
to cultivate this sense of urgency and responsibility  to reach out to
every lost soul for the Lord Jesus Christ.

Many parents came to know the Lord through their own children.
When they saw how their children have changed drast ically in terms
of their habits, attitudes and lifestyle, they canno t but to
acknowledge the impact of Christianity on their live s. How should
our children be involved in missions and evangelism?

Pray - No prayer, no power. It is important for our childr en to
understand that sharing the gospel is a spiritual wor k. They should
not be disappointed or easily discouraged when peopl e reject them
or throw the tracts away. It is the Holy Spirit that  works in the
heart of a sinner that he may be led to salvation i n Christ. It is good
for our children to pray for their loved ones or cla ssmates who are
still unsaved. Once they engage themselves in prayer,  half the battle
is won already!

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Give - Who says that one must wait till he starts working before he
can give towards missions? As the Spirit of God mov es the heart, we
give cheerfully to the extension of God's kingdom. Tha t includes the
children too. From their pocket money and savings, th ey can also give
towards missions. It is such a beautiful picture of a ch ild who cares
for the saving of souls than to indulge in ice-cream and toys for his
own temporal enjoyment.

Go - If it is an eye-opener for adults, the same is tr ue for every child
who has the opportunity to travel to the missions fi eld. Besides, seeing
for themselves a different set of cultures, languages,  lifestyles, they
will realize that God is indeed loving and fair reg ardless of whether
they are red, yellow, black and white, since all are  precious in His
sight. It is never too early or too late to get our c hildren involved in
missions. Instead of going on a holiday trip for sig htseeing, why not
bring your family to the missions field? Your presenc e as well as your
family's will be a great encouragement to the missio naries.

Many of the c hurch's ministries
involve children. God forbid that we should ignore th e children's
ministry. Jesus says, "… Suffer the little children to come unto me,
and forbid them not: for such is the kingdom of God" (Mark 10:14).

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27/12/08 (Saturday)
Early in the morning, our missions team of fourteen ( Pastor Dennis,
Pr John, uncle Choon Leong, auntie Mary, Dn Winston, a untie Soh
Han, David, Hadassah, Hazel, Daniel, sister Audrey, sister Tammy,

breakfast, we joined our hearts for a send-off prayer  by brother
Alan. At 0620hr, we headed towards Gate 19, where we  boarded our
plane for Cambodia. Two hours later, 0745hr, we clear ed customs
and were off to Kampot in a van and a car. After thr ee hours, we
reached Sopheak Guesthouse at Kampot where we were to lodge for
the next few days. We then went for lunch, and also t o True Gospel
BPC for a short visit, after which, we went back to the guesthouse
to rest. At 1900hr, we went for dinner. After a good feasting, we
went to church and worked hard at our song presentatio n and skit
for the next day before we returned to the guesthouse to retire
for the night.

28/12/08 (Lord's Day)
At 0730hr, we had morning devotion led by Pr John. Th is was followed
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by a breakfast of noodles. We then went to church to a ttend the 1st
Anniversary worship service. We thank God for sustaini ng True Gospel
BPC for the past one year. We did a song presentatio n, 'I Wish You
Knew My Jesus,' both in Cambodian and in English, pra ying in our
hearts that the many unbelievers present at the Serv ice
will come to know
Jesus as their Lord
and Saviour. It was
followed by the
water baptism of
two infants and one
adult.

Then the Lord's Supper was
administered by Pastor
Dennis. In his sermon on
Mark 10:17-27, he
highlighted that without
God, man cannot do anything.
Especially in such a time as

this, we need His help even more in everything we d o. At 1200hr, we
went for the Anniversary lunch with the church worshi ppers. There
was a total of eight tables.
We thank God for His
provision.

Next, we went back to
church for the children's
program consisting of the
Christmas skit which we have
been rehearsing. Tammy then
gave the gospel message.
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There was also gift exchange where the children rec eived their gifts
one by one. They were reminded that the best Christm as gift is still
the Lord Jesus Christ Himself. After the children's pr ogram, we
returned to the guesthouse. At 0730hr, we went for dinn er. After
dinner, we were gathered in church to hear the shari ng from the
three Cambodian preachers. They testified one by one  how they were
greatly blessed by God in this one year in the mini stry. They had
shared how they hope to start a new outreach and eve n a Bible school
in the future, as the Lord directs. They also requested us to pray
for God's wisdom for them concerning their lodging problems. After
the closing prayer by Pastor Dennis, we returned to the guesthouse
for the night.

29/12/08 (Monday)
At 0730hr, we gathered at uncle Choon Leong's room f or morning
devotion. He shared on time management. This was foll owed by noodles
for breakfast. With physical strength renewed, we wen t for home
visitations. We saw some who are suffering due to some  chronic
illnesses. We prayed for them and invited them to ch urch. After the
visitations, we went for lunch. There were more home visitations
after lunch. We had a short children's program at one  of the homes.
At 1600hr, we headed back to the guesthouse. At 1700hr,  we were

divided into four teams
and taught at the evening
English classes. By His
grace, we were able to
teach the children and
the youths, despite the
language barrier. At
2000hr, we went for our
last dinner in Kampot
with the brethren there.

30/12/08 (Tuesday)
At 0730hr, Dn Winston led the morning devotion emph asizing on
King Asa's rise and downfall. After which, we had br eakfast at the
usual place, and returned to the guesthouse to pack our th ings, and
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to make our way to Phnom Penh. We went to church to say  "lee-hai"
('goodbye' in Khmer language) to the brethren there. At 1030hr, we
set off for Phnom Penh with Pr Sopheak accompanying us. We stopped
for lunch along our way. The journey was just as bumpy as  when we
arrived. We were brought to visit 'The Killing Fields ' on the way, and
we could see the thousands of human skulls stacked up acco rding to
their age and gender at the memorial tower. One cann ot help but
feel sad for these innocent lives that were cruelly tortured and lost
during the Pol Pot regime. After the visit, we contin ued our journey
for about another hour to Chentong Guesthouse which is only ten
minutes' walk to Phnom Penh International Airport. Aft er checking
in, we rested for about thirty minutes before making o ur way to
Phnom Penh city on three 6-seater Tuk-Tuks. It was quite f un though
we were exposed to all the dust and smoke. At 0800hr, we returned
to the guesthouse to retire for the night, and to get  ready for the
morning flight the next day.

31/12/08 (Wednesday)
At 0645hr, we gathered at the lobby of the guesthouse . Although
the Phnom Penh International Airport is just across the road, we
had to daringly cross the extremely busy road. After checking in
our luggage, we had breakfast and at 0810hr, we boarde d the plane
for Singapore. After two hours, it was home sweet hom e!

We thank God for a
fruitful missions trip
to Cambodia. Truly
we have been
blessed by the work
and testimony of our
brethren there. Let
us continue to keep
them in our prayers.
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Day 1, 5th March (Thursday)
Thank God for bringing us safely to Phnom Penh where we were warmly
welcomed by Pr Sopheak and Pr Rotha. We took a taxi fo r 3-and-a-
half hours before we reached Kampot.  The two preache rs reached
there much later as they rode the secondhand motorbi ke (which
they just bought in Phnom Penh) back to Kampot. This bi ke is part of
the tuk tuk that members have been giving towards to buy . The other
part, which is the carriage, would be made in Kampot  itself and  ready
for collection in mid-March.

The objective of our trip was to help in their Child ren's Gospel Rally
but we also taught in their English classes. On Thursda y night, Boon
Choo taught the children while Joel taught the youths. W e interwove
the gospel/Christian message into the lesson. It was  a good learning
experience for Joel as this was his first time teach ing. Although

nervous, he managed to
overcome his fears and was
able to enjoy the teaching.

Day 2, 6th March (Friday)
Thank God for a time of
spiritual refreshment as we
gathered with the preachers
for morning devotion. Pr

John shared on Friday while Boon Choo shared on Satur day. The
rest of the morning was spent preparing for the gos pel rally.  Thank
God for the many hands that helped. We were able to finish the art
and crafts and games preparation.

The preachers have been praying for God's guidance i n moving on to
a bigger premise because the current place is getting  to small for

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their growing families and their growing ministry. T hank God for
leading them to this big house which we visited in t he afternoon. It
happened one day when they drove pass the house and although there
was no "For Rental" sign, they went in to make enquiri es as they
found the location and size suitable. And indeed the w idow-owner
was looking for tenants. From
their current place, this house
is about 10 minutes away by
bike. It is situated in a
residential area and just right
beside the road. As it is quite
rundown, the rental was lower
than usual. Hopefully by the
end of this month, they can
complete some simple repair
work and be able to move in.

In the evening, we again taught the English classes:  Joel took the
children while Boon Choo taught the youths. Joel taught the children
the song "Salvation" explaining the important words  like salvation,
heaven and grace to the attentive and responsive ch ildren. It was an
enjoyable experience.

Day 3, 7th March (Saturday)
In the morning, Boon Choo with the preachers and th eir wives
evaluated the children ministry. It was a fruitful sess ion as it
highlighted areas that they can work on for improvem ents. These
provided good inputs in the evening when they planne d their church
calendar of events for 2009.

In the afternoon, the preachers brought us on their b ikes to a village
about half-an-hour away. They have been doing evangeli sm there every
Saturday. Joel, Pr Sopheak and Pr Rotha visited 3 to 4 homes sharing
the gospel with the villagers who were very warm an d welcoming. At
the same time, Lydia (Pr John's wife) reached out to the children.
The class was conducted on a mat out in the open. The children
trickled in as word went round that Lydia has arrived . Nearly thirty
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children gathered as Lydia
led them in singing, told a
Bible story and taught them
a simple craft. Many of these
children are illiterate and
are therefore harder to
teach. Thank God that these
children sang excitedly,
prayed earnestly and
listened attentively to the

Bible story. Do pray that this ministry would continue  to grow from
strength to strength even as Lydia will have to pas s this ministry to
someone else as she delivers her baby in late July or  early August.

Day 4 and 5, 8th and 9th March (Sunday and Monday)
On Sunday morning we attended their Worship Service. There were
almost 20 people. After the service, we fellowshippe d although we
cannot directly communicate with one another. In the afternoon, we
had the Gospel Rally. Many children attended and the  place was packed
but there were enough
helpers as the Lord also sent
a missionary couple from
Singapore to come and help us.
Boon Choo gave the message
entitled "Conversion" while
Joel was in charge of games
with Pr Rotha. Although the
game did not go as planned but
by God's grace, it went
smoothly.

After the Gospel Rally, Pr John accompanied us to Phn om Penh where
we stayed for a night before taking the early mornin g flight back to
Singapore. Thank God for our hosts' kind hospitality an d warm
fellowship. Thank God also for all that we have seen and heard over
the past few days and also for His enablement to do  all that we set
out to do during this missions trip. All glory be to G od.
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Thank God for giving the five of us (Tammy, Boon Choo , Eileen, Zheqian
and Karen) the opportunity to join the brethren from  Calvary Pandan
in this missions trip.

Day One, 14 March (Saturday)
At about 5 am, the team of 18 gathered at the Changi  Budget
Terminal. Thank God for a smooth flight to Bangkok and then to
Chiang Rai.  Total flight time was slightly over 3 h ours. On board,
some slept or rested while others reviewed their le ssons. Upon arrival
at Chiang Rai, we
proceeded to settle in at
our accommodation: a
handful stayed in BDC
itself while the rest
stayed in Phowadol Resort.
The first day was a
relaxing day: dinner at a
restaurant, shopping for
some basic necessities and
then a visit to the night
bazaar.

Day Two, 15 March (Sunday)
The Sunday morning was taken up with
Sunday school (separately for the
adults and the children), a baptismal
service conducted by Rev Dr Quek Suan
Yew followed by Sunday worship
service. Ten believers (mostly BDC
youths) were baptized by immersion.
Thank God for their testimonies.
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The Family Camp and the Vacation Bible School (VBS)  ran concurrently
this year. Both event kicked off on Sunday evening with  a combined

time of singspiration, a welcome
message and campfire fellowship. As the
weather was very dry, a real campfire
would pose a fire hazard. Thus a
florescent lamp was fixed up in place
of a real fire.  The local adults and
children were dressed up in their
traditional Lahu costumes and
presented their traditional dances
accompanied by their traditional
musical instruments as their way of
welcoming our team. Thank God for
their hospitality.

Day Three and Four, 16 and 17 March (Monday and Tuesd ay)
Over the next 2½ days, we helped out in the VBS. Than k God for
enabling the team to minister to about 130 children. "The LORD is
our Salvation" was the theme of the VBS.  The Family Camp was also
well attended by over 60 adults who were family memb ers of the
BDC children and leaders and members of the Lahu chur ches. The
speaker of the Family Camp was Rev Dr Quek Suan Yew.

On the first day,
there was a
combined opening.
This was followed
by a time of
singspiration and
then the adults and
children went for
their separate
messages. The
children were
divided into 3
groups according
to their ages.
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After two morning messages with a short break in-bet ween, lunch
followed. The food prepared was always delicious and rich in flavor,
with dishes such as the famous Tom Yam and other spic y assortment
of vegetables. Lunch was always the perfect time to h ave fellowship
one with another.

Having eaten to our
fil l and being
r e c h a r g e d
physically, it was
time for Art and
Craft. This was led
mainly by the
younger team
members, with
several adults as
overseers. The
children enjoyed
the craft work, as
they worked on it
with much enthusiasm and took nothing for granted.

After crafts’ time, it was games’ time for the chil dren. Most of the
adults took the opportunity to explore the vicinity. So me went back
to the hotel to rest while the younger team members took charge of
the games' time for the BDC children. They played ca ptain's ball,
soccer, badminton, frisbee, etc. The BDC children we re excellent in
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sports, even the girls and the very young ones, to w hom special
commendation has to be given.

Following games' time
was dinner. At about
7.30 pm, adults and
children would gather in
the main hall for
another time of
combined singspiration
before splitting up again
for their night
messages. This was
followed by combined
video shows. On the
first night, the video
was screened out in the open under the stars but on th e second
night, we had it in the main hall because of a possi bility of rain.

Day Five, 18 March (Wednesday)
On the last day of the missions trip, the Family Ca mp and VBS program
ended at noon, with a closing ceremony and a summary  of all the 8
messages preached during the VBS. This was followed b y a time of
photo-taking, exchanging contact information and say ing our
farewells. One thing was prevalent: the sense of not  wanting to leave.
With luggages all packed, we had to say our goodbyes a nd headed
for the airport.

We arrived in Singapore at 11.10 pm. Most of us were t ired, and
some of us nostalgic. All in all, we praise the Lord for a blessed
missions trip. We thank God for safety, for the child ren, for the
team and for the opportunity to serve Him in this tr ip. Do continue
to pray for the BDC ministry and for God to prepare  a team from
Truth BPC to go and minister during their Gospel Rall y in December
2009. The Lord is gracious. The Lord is our salvation.
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BDC is registered with the
Thailand Government as a
hostel ministry for Lahu
children and youths who are
living in the mountain areas.
This ministry has enabled
these children and youths to
stay and to attend the public
school in Chiang Rai which is
located in the northern part
of Thailand. There are
currently 52 children in the
BDC hostel. The Lahu tribe is one of the 10 minority tribes in Thailand.

There are five people involved in
this ministry. Uncle Chalo
Harichaikul is the main person
who runs this ministry. Lanthorm
(Chalo's wife), Leah (Warunee's
mother) and CaYaw take care of
the students' food and physical
well being. Warunee serves as an
assistant to Uncle Chalo to
nurture the students on God's

Word. In BDC, the children and youths are given ample  opportunity
to hear the Gospel and believe in Jesus Christ.

Calvary Pandan BPC has been supporting the work in BDC fully since
2003. Part of this financial support goes into the pr ovision of daily
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meals of the BDC's children. On top of that, Calvary  Pandan BPC also
supports us in terms of spiritual food. They have been sending
speakers to deliver God's Word at BDC's annual activi ties like DVBS,
Family Camp, as well as Christmas Gospel Rally. Calvary Pandan has
also encouraged other BP Churches to serve together i n ministering
to BDC. Calvary Tengah BPC and Tabernacle BPC are some of the BP
churches that had ever come to help in the past.

BDC stands for:-
B = Bethel. In Hebrew, it means "the house of God." The main
reason to establish this ministry is to make Christ known to the
children. Every day and night, the students would hear  God's Word,
learn God's Word, know God's Word and grow in God's Word through
the teaching of the infallible, inerrant and the di vinely preserved
Word of God, so that they would become the children of God.

D = Development. The students in BDC will not only have opportunities
to improve their spiritual knowledge but also in other  educational
aspects as well. They are being educated in the Thai language in
school while staying in BDC. On top of this, the chi ldren are taught
Lahu language every Saturday so that when they grow up,  they will
not forget their mother tongue.

C = Centre.  This is a mission outreach station where God's word  can
be preached near and far. BDC is located in the cent er between the
town and the mountain. BDC serves as a meeting point for the Lahu
people. In addition to being the place of gathering,  BDC is also a
place of Evangelism as we share
the Gospel of the Lord Jesus
Christ to our people through a
number of BDC's annually
activities which are as follows:

DVBS in March. This allows BDC
children to invite their friends
who are still outside Christ to
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come and join the DVBS. Calvary Pandan BPC came to conduct the
DVBS in 2006 and 2007 and Tabernacle BPC in 2008. Th rough these
DVBS, the children were much blessed as they are taug ht the Word
of God. This year's DVBS was different as it was hel d concurrently
with the family camp. Rev Quek together with a team fr om Calvary
Pandan BPC ministered to both adults and children fr om 16 to 18
March 2009. We thank the
Lord for all who laboured for
the Lord during the camp/
DVBS and also for the baptism
of 9 BDC youths administered
by Rev Quek.

Family Camp in April. Once a
year the parents of the BDC's
children will be nourished in
God's Word. They will come and stay with their child ren in BDC in
order to know and understand how they live their dail y lives. During
this time, parents and children will have a time of  interaction and
fellowship one with another. Some of the parents are  unbelievers
and so we share God's word to them through the famil y camp
messages. We thank God for providing His messenger fr om Calvary
Pandan BPC to share God's Word every year.

Leadership Training in September. We thank the Lord f or laying the
burden upon Rev Dennis' heart for this ministry. It is  important to

lay a strong foundation
amongst all the full time
servants of God with the
inspired, infallible and
inerrant Word of God
which He also divinely
preserved down through
the ages. Without God's
Word, we cannot overcome
all the present false
teaching and temptations.
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Rev Dennis first came to Thailand to conduct the lea dership training
in 2003. A systematic program was not in place then. Since 2007,
Rev Dennis was roped in to officially teach a 6-yea r Systematic
Theology course for Lahu evangelists, preachers, and pastors to learn
God's word. Many of the students under him were blesse d. Every
year, they would come and learn God's word without fa il.

In such a time like this when many false prophecies, teaching, and
evangelism have been spreading in the church and dra wing Christians
away from God, the Lahu evangelists, preachers and p astors will fall
away too if they do not equip themselves in God's Wor d. "Study to
shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needet h not to be
ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth."  (2 Timothy 2:15) If we
know the truth, the truth will make us free. We thank the Lord for
allowing BDC to be a beacon of light in Chiang Rai,  even to stand for
the truth of His Living Word so that the Lahu people can follow the
right path to the Lord Jesus Christ. By the grace of G od, BDC's
staff and children will continue to stand for His Wo rds as long as He
permits.

Christmas Gospel Rally in the first Saturday of Dece mber. This is a
reminder to everyone young and old of the birthday o f the King of
Kings and the true meaning of Christmas. Thus, everyon e will know
the right way to celebrate Christmas which is accor ding to God's
Word.

We thank the Lord for Calvary Pandan BPC (in 2005 an d 2006) and
Calvary Tengah BPC (in 2007 and 2008) who came to m inister to us
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at our Christmas Gospel Rallies. In the past two year s, many
unforeseen circumstances happened but thank God, despit e all these
problems, they still came as they really had a burde n to come and be
a blessing to the Lahu people here.

This year, it will be Truth BP Church who will be sen ding a team to
minister at our Christmas Gospel Rally. Our Lord Jesus i n Matthew
28:19-20 say: "Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them
in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of t he Holy Ghost:
Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I ha ve commanded
you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end o f the world.
Amen." Will you come? May we be challenged to 'GO' into His  harvest
field as He has commanded us and be a channel of ble ssing to His
people. May the Lord's work grow mightily even through  your
willingness to serve.

Please remember this ministry in your prayers. We pra y that the
Lord will continue to use BDC as a ministry to shine forth the Word
of God to the people here in Thailand. As the minist ry is still short
of labourers, we are praying that the Lord will incr easingly provide
His labourers to come and minister in BDC. BDC also n eeds to be
improved in various areas (e.g. a proper canteen and p roper kitchen).
Do remember these items in your prayer even as we wa it for the
Lord's divine timing to answer our prayer. Not my wil l but thy will be
done.

that as it allows the preaching of God's Word to be  much easier.

I believe that all Christians should be as eager to learn about God as
the people in Cambodia. This will allows us to grow c loser to God, and
to love him more.

When we visited the homes, I saw many things that h appen to people.
There was this little girl who had a hole in her he art. Her mother
had faith that the Lord would provide the family suff iciently and
even with enough for the girl's medicine. Also, there  was a family
with a very sick mother, and we all sat down to pray  for her.

The trip showed me how we must trust
in the Lord that He will provide for us
because we often take things for
granted in Singapore, where everything
is provided. It also showed me how
blessed and fortunate I am, when in
other parts of the world people has so
little.

Praise the Lord for His grace.

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Do children have a part to play in the fulfillment
of God's Great commission? Every born again
believer is a part of the body of Christ. Children
are no exception. Matthew 19:14, ". . .  suffer
little children, and forbid them not, to come
unto me: for of such is the kingdom of heaven."
Young as they may be, God can use children too
just as He uses the adults for the same Holy
Spirit indwells all true believers including
children. Did the Psalmist not say in Psalm 8:2:
"Out of the mouth of babes and sucklings hast
thou ordained strength because of thine
enemies, that thou mightest still the enemy and the avenger."

Parents have the responsibility to share the gospel  with their children
and pass on the faith. Joel 1:3: "Tell ye your children of it, and let
your children tell their children, and their childre n another
generation."  They cannot delegate this responsibility to the Sun day
school teachers or to any third party because this i s ordained by
God. Deuteronomy 6:7: "And thou shalt teach them diligently unto
thy children, and shalt talk of them when thou sittes t in thine house,
and when thou walkest by the way, and when thou liest down, and
when thou risest up."

Will our sons share the faith? There is no way that we can guarantee
that they would. However what we can do is to make sure  that we do
not fail in our duties to teach them to share their f aith, for we cannot
assume that our children will automatically grow up to be evangelistic
and missions-minded adults. So if you sincerely desire  that your
children grow up to be evangelistic and missions-min ded, start sowing
the seeds now while they are young and tender (Prove rbs 22:6). The

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children can be taught and shown how they can be inv olved in God's
work of saving souls locally and overseas, in evangel ism and in missions.

To help parents and teachers to be equipped, I have c ompiled a list
of ideas on how you can introduce and involve your chi ldren in
evangelism and missions at home, in church or even w hen you are in
the missions field.

I. At home:

o Pray for the evangelistic and
missions work of your church with your
children. You may choose to pray using
your church's prayer list or come up with
your own list with your children.  Briefly
share with your children the background
of the work so that they can pray intelligently. Pray  for the people
who are involved. Start by praying for more general items (e.g. good
health for missionaries, fruitful ministry etc) but wh enever possible,
find out the specific prayer items. Then remember to give thanks to
God when He answers your prayers.

o Read with them (or to them, if they are younger) mis sionaries
stories. One of the most famous missionaries in the b ible was the
Apostle Paul. If the children read the Book of Acts an d trace his

missionary journeys, they will be able to get a
better understanding of what Biblical missions
is. There are also many biographies of famous
missionaries. The Tabernacle Books holds a few
of such books written especially for children.
If you are internet savvy, you can even read or
download missionaries' stories on some websites
for free. A book that you might want to
download is the Children's missionary story-
sermons by Hugh Thomson Kerr in  pdf format
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from www.archive.org/download/childrensmission00kerr/
childrensmission00kerr_bw.pdf . Two websites which you c an also
visit are www.wholesomewords.org/children/misscc.html and
www.yoplace.org . They have a small but nice collection  of missionaries'
stories for children. Just a special mention about the missionary
stories on “Yo Place” as the stories are both devot ional and
evangelistic. It is good for younger children who can not read as they
give the option to have the story read to you. Fun act ivities relating
to the stories like colouring pages are also availabl e for download.
But please beware that the bible verses that they quot ed are taken
from NASB.

o Watch DVD which talks about
evangelism and missions work with them.
Calvary Pandan's AV library has a small but
good collection of them. Under the children’s
category which is coded as blue and you will
find a few DVD of famous missionaries like
Jim Elliot, Eric Liddell (The Torchlighters
Heroes of the Faith series), William Carey
and Sundar Singh (Children Heroes from
Church History Series).

o Host visiting missionaries to stay at home. Not only  would
the missionaries be blessed but the children would be nefit too. This
provides an excellent opportunity for the children t o meet
missionaries up close in person without leaving home and it also serves
as a hands-on lesson for the children on how to be hospitable,

especially towards God's servants.

o Make a card with your children and send to
the missionaries. Such small gestures do not cost
much but it is very encouraging to the
missionaries. If you know their birthdays, you can
send them birthday cards. When Christmas comes
along, send them a greeting card. More internet
savvy children may want to send e-cards instead.
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o Teach the children and sing with them hymns or song s related
to evanglism and missions during family worship time . Briefly run
through the meaning of the song with the children be fore singing it.

o Train the children to share the gospel. Memorize bib le verses
that are useful when sharing the gospel for a start. Y ou may want to

teach them a series of
verses from Romans. These
verses are commonly
referred to as the "Romans
Road."  It is a simple way to
explain the plan of
Salvation. For more info,
you can refer to the tract

"The Romans Road to Salvation" which our church publis hed. The
softcopy can be downloaded at www.truthbpc.com/v2/evan _band/
tract1_en.pdf .

II. In church:

o Bring your children to evangelism session and gospel  meetings
in your church. Encourage them to invite unsaved loved o nes and
friend to these meetings to hear the gospel.

o Challenge your children to give of their allowance o r savings
in support of the missionaries and the missions work.
Show them how they can use the missions envelope
(which is available on the display table outside the
sanctuary) to give towards the general missions fund.
But if they want to be specific about which missions
or missionaries (e.g. Cambodian missions, etc) they
wish to support, they can put their love gift into an
envelope and write their designation on top of it. L ead
them to pray for their love gift to be wisely used f or
the extension of God's kingdom. One possible way to

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encourage them to give regularly towards missions may  be to ask
them to 'adopt' a certain missions field or mission ary as their own
to pray and support for the year. Besides giving mone y, children can
participate to donate some of their stuff (e.g. clothi ng, toys or books
depending what is needed) when the church runs collec tion drives.
One such on-going project in our church is the collect ion of sound
Christian books, including children's books, for the l ibrary of the
church and also the Bible Institute in Bomet. As long as they are
sound and in good condition, please contact Miss Car ol Lee regarding
your donation.

o Help those who are preparing to go on missions trip . Thank
God for a group of mummies and their children who hel ped in the
preparation of the art and craft materials last yea r. Although the
materials are not for a missions trip but for our chur ch's VBS,
nevertheless the lessons which the children learnt from your
examples and the process of their participation was  equally valuable
and precious.

o Encourage your children to share their testimony if t hey
have recently been on a missions trip. They can shar e it as a

thanksgiving during the Sunday school or the
church prayer meeting. Give them the chance.
Their sharing can even be written out and
published as an insert in the church weekly or in
the missions journal for the edification of the
whole church.

o Support your children as they participate in
any evangelistic or missions related activities.
This year, our church has designated the month
of October as Missions month. In view of this,
the Junior Sunday School has lined up a series
of special messages and activities for the
children in October to get them to be more aware
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and excited about evanglism and missions. Ask them to share with
you what they have been learning and doing in Sunday school. Be
enthusiastic if your children bring home missions rel ated project
which may need your help. For more information on our church’s Junior
Sunday School’s activities during the missions month,  please refer
to the inside back cover of this journal.

III. In the missions field:

o Go on a missions trip as a family. Look out for announc ements
of up-coming missions trip in the bulletin if you want  to join a missions
team. Such trips need lots of planning and preparatio n especially if
your children are very young. If joining a 'full fledge ' missions trip
is not possible, you may consider incorporating a sh ort visit to a
missions station into your family travel plans. For a  more detailed
write-up on this topic, please read up "Family Togeth er on Missions
Trip" by Dn & Mrs Vincent Tan of Calvary Pandan BPC . This article
was published in the last issue of Shine Forth which can be downloaded
from www.truthbpc.com/v2/Oversea/Shine_Forth_v3_1.pdf .

This book was a biography which tells
the story of an Irish lady missionary,
Amy Carmichael. It tells the story of
how a young Amy grew up as a young,
rebellious, playful and inquisitive child
and the adventures she enjoyed and
experienced as a child. It also tells how
she was changed to be a strong, brave
and loving missionary in India.

When she was a child, she once prayed
that the Lord would change the colour
of her eyes to blue. But God's answer
to Amy was "No." And Amy had to learn
that despite that answer, God still loved
her and has His purpose for her. She was brought up in a godly family
with good instruction since young. Every wrong doing w as forgiven
when there is repentance but not without punishment. An d Amy has
since young experienced the struggle against sin and her own
rebellious nature.

A key point in Amy's life was at thirteen years old when she went to
a boarding school, which is the Marlborough House Sch ool for young
ladies. It was there, her rebellious streak was manife sted again when
she broke the school rules and was on the brink of bei ng expelled.
But the Lord was merciful to her. And His mercy was fur ther seen
when a visiting preacher, Mr Edwin Arrowsmith spoke to the girls in
the school. There she realised she needed a Saviour t o rescue her
from death and to receive Jesus Christ to be her Savi our.
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As she grew older, she learnt the meaning of living  a holy life: She
learnt to give up her own selfish desires and wants and that a holy
life consisted in how the Lord held her up and not s he trying to hold
herself up. This thought changed her view of life and material things
no longer attracted her as before. It was then she f irst felt the
Lord was moving her to do something for Him, but she  still did not
know what it was. As she continued her work among the m ill girls in
Belfast, who were also called "shawlies" because the y could not afford
to wear hats to church but wore shawls instead, the L ord directed
her to leave Ireland to England. She continued her wo rk with the
factory workers in England. It was there while she wa s praying about
being a missionary, she came up with many excuses why  she couldn't
be a missionary. But the Lord convicted her heart tha t it was His
Will for her to go to the mission fields.

In January 1893, the Lord led Amy to Japan, where desp ite the
difficulties there, she persisted in the work. She stud ied the

language, wore the Japanese kimono and
witnessed for the Lord. The hearts of
the people were hardened, but Amy
persisted in the work God called her
to. It was until the spring of 1894 when
neuralgia put Amy to bed for a long time
where she was advised to leave Japan.
She went to China and later back to
England to recover from her illness. The
Lord led her through her friend to
consider going to India where the
climate would be suitable for her
health. She prayed about it and though
she was initially reluctant to go, she
finally went.

She faced many struggles in India, from learning to speak the
language, to the troublesome caste system; from the s ickness she
suffered to the persecution she endured; from the deat h of her
loved ones, to the needs of provision. But knowing tha t it was God's
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Will for her to be there, she persevered
in her work, going from house to house to
witness for the Lord. But it was for the
children she had a great burden for;
especially children who were sold, or about
to be sold to the temple to do unspeakable
things. Amy was moved to provide a refuge
for them and sought ways to rescue them.
As she was forced to disguise herself by
using coffee to stain her skin colour and
to cover her hair, to rescue these children,
she realised that the Lord had a purpose
for giving her brown eyes instead of blue
eyes - blue eyes could not be hidden and
she would be exposed.  She then understood how God has  a purpose
for everything that happens even though we may not un derstand it
at an earlier point in time. The courage the Lord gav e Amy was an
important reason why Amy could build a house of refuge for these
poor children.

Starting a work in Dohnavur, the Lord provided for th e building of a
hospital with all the resources needed. This was a te stimony of the
God in which Amy had faith in.

In 1931, Amy became lame after a fall and was confi ned to bed. She
remained lame for twenty years. But even during this t ime, she still
ministered to those who visited her. In 1951, the Lo rd took Amy
home in her sleep.

This biography is a testimony to the faithfulness of  God in how He
works in the lives of His children. God uses faithful m en and women
who would obey Him. Amy Carmichael was such an obedient lady,
always praying, seeking the will of God that she mig ht obey it. And in
knowing God's will, she set out doing the work of the Lord with great
faith and confidence, knowing that God is the one wh o leads. May
God grant us such faithfulness to the calling He has g iven to each
one of us. Amen.
